How would you describe the Holy
Spirit? How would you describe
His work? Lets look at this to-
gether. We'll begin with a few
basic questions.

A: WHO IS THE HOLY SPIRIT?

16-17a “and | will ask the Father,
and He will give you another
counselor to be with you forever -
even the Spirit of Truth.”

The Holy Spirit is God's gra-
cious presence in and among
us.

B: WHAT IS THE WORK - DI-
VINE AID OF THE HOLY
SPIRIT?

Now that we see that the Holy
Spirit is God, what is His work in
and among us?

1) The Holy Spirit is the pro-
vider of Divine-aid

b. The work of the Holy Spirit
moving us from where we
are to where we need to be.
(John 16:13, Romans
8:28,29)

c. Divine Aid is Grace, a gift
imparted to us through the
Holy Spirit when we need it

In summary there are two very
important works that Holy Spirit
does in us.

He is the intervention of God the
Father. The Holy Spirit help us.
(Romans 8:26)

He works REPENTANCE and
brings us to FAITH in Jesus

It is the Holy Spirit who brings us
to a point of submission to Jesus
Christ. We must be born again to
enter the Kingdom of Heaven.
How can this be done?

Without the Holy Spirit we will
never learn anything about God
the Father, the Son or the Holy
Spirit. The Holy Spirit transforms
the life of the believer. It is the
Holy Spirit who teaches us that
Jesus is in us and we are in
Jesus and in Jesus, we are the
righteousness of God (2 Corin-
thians 5:17)

3) The Holy Spirit fills and
empowers the believer.

works. (Acts 1:17)

The works of the Holy Spirit in
the Church:

It's the Holy Spirit who empow-
ers the Church to say, “Jesus is
Lord”. for no one can say this
unless the Spirit reveals it to
them. (1 Corinthians 12:3b)

* The Holy Spirit leads the
Church into Unity. example: The

*The Holy Spirit empowers the
Church to Witness: (Acts 1:8)
“You shall receive power after
the Holy Spirit comes upon you,
and you shall be my witness in
all Judea, Samaria and to the
ends of the earth”.

Safety Corner - Vision Quest

It's obvious that without eyesight you would be unable to even consider riding a
motorcycle. While you undoubtedly possess the basic visual ability to see where
you're going and pick out possible hazards, you might not be aware that you can
improve your visual acuity, which can increase riding precision and decrease
risk. The first step in improving visual acuity is to understand the strengths and
weaknesses of human vision.

Student riders are notorious for looking at their front wheel as they attempt to
stay in balance, not realizing that this visual behavior is actually impeding motor-
cycle control. This “near-sighted” behavior can be deadly out on the street.

Even experienced riders fall into the unconscious trap of looking down when
presented with challenges that stretch their comfort level, such as maneuvering
in tight spaces, managing hazardous road surfaces or encountering multiple
threats.

The four-second scanning distances is a guideline that is relative to speed, which means the faster you go, the farther you need to
scan. A four-second scanning distance allows early detection of hazards that require immediate attention. But, that doesn’t mean
that you limit your vision only to the four-second distance. Scanning the horizon allows you to see hazards that may soon require an
immediate response and to predict the extent of the threat. Be sure to position yourself in traffic so you can see well ahead.

Vision is critical for accurate speed perception, which is key in determining whether your pace is suitable for safety. Keep your eyes
moving and your vision “high” on the horizon to evaluate traffic pattern and to judge whether your speed is appropriate for handling
situations such as a left-hand turner or decreasing radius turn.

Visual information is essential for safe and skillful cornering. As discussed earlier, looking well ahead slows down the landscape and
allows for early information gathering. This is particularly useful when cornering. By looking well ahead you can judge and identify a
corner’s radius, camber and surface quality. With this information, you can adjust approach speed to manage each corner’s unique
characteristics, as well as a mid-corner hazards.

Look through corners to determine which way the tur nis headed. You'll need to maintain a tighter lin e if the next corner
goes in the opposite direction!

Target fixation, visual control is a powerful aid in directing your motorcycle, but it can be hazardous if you allow your eyes to fix on a
